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ST MARY MAGDALENE CHURCH is
perhaps best known for its
magnificent WALL PAINTINGS which
were discovered when an arsonist set
fire to the church in 1979 causing
widespread damage.

Dating from the 12" century the
frescoes in St Mary Magdalene church
are among the earliest series of wall
paintings of this quality in the
country. Adjacent is a 14" century
Doom Painting which is equally
significant.

Uncovered and initially restored in
1981, further conservation is being
done on them and the clerestory
windows above them in 2026. This
has been achieved through a National
Heritage Lottery grant, along with
money raised as the result of a huge
community effort.
